Biography of John Jung
Born in Macon, Georgia, where his family, the only Chinese in the city, lived above their laundry.  After
moving to California, he majored in psychology at U. C. Berkeley and went on to earn a Ph.D. at
Northwestern University.

John Jung says, "My journey into an attempt to understand how my ethnic identity was formed led me to
write a memoir that I eventually published in 2005 as "Southern Fried Rice: Life in A Chinese Laundry in
the Deep South."  Most people I know in California are puzzled when they learn of my southern roots,
wondering why my parents settled in Georgia where there were so few Chinese.  I soon realized from
response from readers and audiences where I gave book talks/signings that here was an important story to
preserve and share but no one was recording this bit of the Chinese American experience. Several people,
for example, shared that they too grew up in cultural isolation where they were the only Chinese people in
their communities and/or they also grew up helping in their parents' laundry".
